They did sb jei¢, serving the Lord with
gladness, coming into God’s presence with singing and seeking to take usdodisefeet along with
them. For those that opened themselves to experiencing the pre§&uzkin a new way (through these
little children), the event was beautiful and humbling and the joy oftithéren...contagious.

Contagious, joy-filled worship of God. You know, often we think aboutvanship of God more as a
personal duty: we gm worship rather than allowing worship to com#t of us. When we feel we can’t
worship properly (whatever each of us thinks that to be), we tend to pgjats at music or preaching,
specific liturgy elements or lack there of, blaming these thiegeur inability to “worship,” as if
worship is something we are to be given. But worship is not a show or awgftitas our gift to God.It
comes not through a worship order we find in our bulletins, but an attitudarwetltrough the doors of
this church and back out into the world.

Do we carry the attitude of Psalm 100 with us as we walk into and outr @hurch? Do we turn to God,
or do we leave the turning to God? Do we live worship in a way that it flasbsfrom us in evident and
contagious ways, or do we just go to this time/event in our church thealw'worship?” Do we wait for
someone tgive us worship, or do we come, expecting to see God because we have coretainthgd
ourselves that God is here, with us, and worthy of our praise. Befausedao, then we will béving
worship unto God.

If you haven't felt yourself worship God lately (whether yibeen to 52 worship services in the last
year or zero), I'd like to invite you to read the words of Psalmeb@@y morning for the next week or
month and allow the words to then flow into a prayer to God. Here is minadhnisng:
